SENIOR CLUB SESSIONS

All members over 18 are welcome to attend the adult
Club sessions which are held every week as follows:

Tuesdays: 6.00pm onwards: Courts1,2 & 3
(£1 fee per week payable outside B.S.T. to cover cost of floodlights)

Sundays: 9.30am - 12.00pm: Courts 1,2 & 3

JUNIOR CLUB SESSIONS

The Club is hoping to reinstate supervised tennis sessions for juniors aged 8 years and over. These have
traditionally been run on a voluntary basis and the Committee would like to hear from any parents of juniors who
would be willing to help to supervise the on a rota basis. Sessions would be after school on a selected day of the
week and run from Easter through to September.

FAMILY SESSIONS

Family sessions enable members to play with their children (who must also be members) on Saturdays and
Sundays from 3.00pm - 5.00pm. Courts 1 & 2 only. These sessions will be suspended on occasions when courts
are required for matches and tournaments.

COACHING

Professional tennis coaching is provided by LTA Level 2 Performance Head Coach Phil Nicholson and his team.
Phil encourages all ages and all standards to improve their skills on court, offering one-to-one coaching to
individual members and prospective members. Phil can be contacted on 07974 383022.

Adult Coaching
Sessions for adult beginners are held on Fridays from 9.30am until 10.30am.

Junior Coaching

Junior coaching takes place on Saturday mornings: from 9.30am until 10.30am for Under-10's, 10.30am until
11.30am for players aged 11 to 15 and from 11.30am until 12.30pm for 16+ and more advanced younger juniors.
Age-groups are given as a guide as players will be selected for groups based on the coach's assessment of ability
levels. Under-10 sessions cost £4, all other sessions £5. Non-members are welcome but an additional payment of
50p will apply.

Mini Tennis
It is intended to start Mini Tennis coaching on the courts as soon as possible after Easter. Details will follow
shortly.

Junior Performance Sessions
Dedicated coaching sessions for selected advanced junior players are ongoing.

Juniors who are 11 and over, but under 18 years of age, on 1 April 2011

JUNIOR 5-9
Juniors who are 5 and over, but under 10 years of age, on 1 April 2011. Any junior becoming 5 during the year
may apply but there will be no reduction from the annual subscription.

SOCIAL MEMBER
For those who wish to maintain an association with the Club as a non-player.

TEMPORARY MEMBERSHIP
Temporary membership may be made available upon request. A monthly fee of £10 will be charged and a
returnable £20 deposit taken for a court key. Temporary membership is not permitted for consecutive months. A
signed undertaking will be required from each temporary member. Temporary membership can also be arranged
for visiting relatives or friends.

Members over 18 are allowed to bring visitors to play at the Club (except to Club sessions or when competitions
have been arranged). The member introducing the visitor is responsible for payment of the £2 fee and for the
visitor's adherence to the Club rules.
